   The Authorised Version of the Bible (the “King James  
Bible”), has been in continuous print for four hundred years and for nearly all those years it 
has been at the very heart of the English-speaking Christian tradition.

It 
was intended to be read aloud and therefore heardheardheardheard, and many of its expressions remain in 
everyday use by people of all beliefs and none.
